.SECTION b--P~uNT5. 

Article 1 t Punts are measured from the line of scrimmage to the 
poin# of ultimate advance, if the ball .remains in the field of play or 
goes out of bounds. (Note -- "Ultimate advance" is the point when 
ball goes out of bounds, is downed, or is recovered by the defense. 

(Note -- "Ultimate advance" of th• punt shall be construed to in-
clude also ahy distance which a receiver of th• punt nay retreat 
toward l:is own goo! 6efote attempting to return up field. This 
interpretation gives ,greatest benefit to both the punter and th• 
receiver, sinca excellence of the punt normally is responsible for 
refreot by the receiver. Thus "minus yords" should NOT be re-
corded undet "punt returns.") 

Article Z: When a punt goes over the goal line (a touchback), die-
. tance of the punt is measured from the line of scrimmage to the 20-yard 
line on/y, ,since this is the limit of the punt's valve to the kicking teem. 

Article 3: I# d receiver muff: a punt and the ball continues toerdrd 
his goal line, the punt is measured to the point of recovery or ultimate 
advance, o: defined above. if a receiver muffs a punt and the ball 
bounds back toward tJe kicker's goa/, the punt is measured to th• 
point of the muflr {the point of ultimate advance), and the receiver is 
credited with o punt return and with the yards from the point of the 
muff to the .point of recovery, regardleu of which team recover:... 

Article 4: A blocked punt is recorded a: a "team" entry, and not 
charged against the individual kicker. Thus, in the case of a blocked 
punt which does not pass the line of scrimmoge, enter the word 
"team" in lieu of kicker's name and charge one punt for NO yards, so 
the blocked punt is included under "Times Kicked" in team totals. 

!f the ball travels toward the kicker's goal and is recovered by 
the blocking team, the ,yardage is treated as a punt return by the 
player who blocked the kick. if the ball travels toward the kicker': 
goal and is recovered by the kicking team, the yardage is treated a: 

- a punt return by the player who blocked the kick--and the blocking 
team is charged with a fumble lost, except on fourth down. 

SECTION 7 —KICK QETUQNS. 

Artitie 1 s Only the number of punts and kickoffs which the receiv~-
ing foam actually attempts to return_ are included under kick returns. 
(Exception —Blocked kick: which trvvel toward th• .kicker': goal. See 
Article 4 of Section b.) 

Artids -3s ,The return wilt be measured from the point where the 
returning player actually .gains control of the ball to the point where 

-the_ ball is declared, dead, or u tort by .fumble. There are no "minus 
yards" under kick returns (see recta under .Article 1 of Section 6}. 

Article ~ Th• return of an attempted field gool, which fall: -short 
and is returned by the defending team, is #rented os a punt return. 

SECTION 8 — FREE KICKS. 

Free kicks are recorded os kickoffs if made from placement, and as 
punts if the ball is punted. Ths receiving player is credited with a 
kickoff return, or a punt return, respectively. 

SECTION 9—COALS FROM THE FIELD. 

Successful goals from the field are measured from the point where 
the ball is kicked to the goal posts (to the goal line plus ten yards, since 
the goal posts are ten yards behind the goal line). 

The distance of such kicks is recorded on form 347 only under 
"principal individual plays". If kick is unsuccessful, show yard line 
from which kicked, in lieu of distance. 

SECTION 10--POINTS AFTER TOUCHDOWN. 

Article 1 s A player attempting a try~fc►r-point-otter-touchdown by 
kicking is not charged with an attempt when a bad pas: from oent~r 
or a fumble by the boll holder, precludes an opportunity to kick. Such 
an unsuccessful attempt is charged to the "teem," rather than to any 
individual player. However, i# the baU is ,momentarily fumbled and 
then kicked, an attempt is charged to the individual kicker, regardless 
of the success or failure of the effort. 

Article Z: The try-for-point-after-touchdown is made while time is 
out and is not recorded a: a play from scrimmage {rush, pass or kick). 

When airy-for-point-after-touchdown is by forward passing, the 
passer is charged (under SCORING) with the attempt. If successful, 
the receiver is credited under SCORING with the conversion and points 
scored, and the passer is credited with a conversion under t:ORWARD 
PASSING. 

SECTION 11 —SAFETIES. 

No individual credit is recorded for any player on either team when 
a qty is cored. The teem benefitting from the score is credited.. 

SECTION 13 — lUMSLES. 

On any play terminated by a fumble, the yards involved to the 
point of recovery are credited or charged to the player who fumbled, 
regardless of which team recovers th• fumble.
